We 
have already been busy starting new learning this term.  
 
In English we are starting off the year by reading ‘Lost and Found’ by Oliver Jef-
fers. In maths we will be focusing on numbers to 20, addition and subtraction 
within 20, and some measurement work too. This term, we will be focusing on two 
topics. The first topic is ‘Toys’, where we will investigate  toys from the past and 
present, and discuss similarities and differences between them. In our second half 
term we start a new topic of ‘Weather in the UK’, a geography topic looking at 
the four countries of the UK, compass directions, and investigating weather pat-
terns with field work.
